Place your food scraps and food soiled 
paper into your existing green organics 
cart along with your yard waste.

As of 2023, Recology will provide regular 
service on Thanksgiving Day. 

The two holidays where service is disrupted 
are Christmas Day and New Year’s Day. If your 
regular service day falls on or after the holiday, 
your collection will be delayed by one day.

Each year, residential accounts receive two 
vouchers to dispose of items that will not fit in 
your recycle and garbage carts.. Vouchers are 
only accepted at the San Martin Transfer Station.

Organics and garbage are collected weekly. 
Recycling is collected every other week.

Small branches and pieces may be 
placed inside the cart.

Ornaments, lights, and tree stands 
must be removed. No flocked trees.

Fluorescent bulbs cannot be 
placed in your carts.
You may drop them off at

Please do not place unwanted 
medications or sharps in your 
garbage or recycle carts.
Store sharps in a hard sided 
container for safe disposal.
