Ceremony.  Join us for holiday music and light refreshments, 
followed by a countdown to light the tree.  Kids will have
a chance to meet our “special visitor” in a red suit and enjoy
arts and crafts. The Tree Lighting Ceremony will begin at 6pm
at the Recreation Center and is free for all to attend. 

In observance of federally recognized holidays, City Hall will be closed 
December 22-25, 2023 and December 29, 2023 - January 1, 2024.

You must remove all 
decorations. Flocked 
trees are accepted. 
After January 31, 
you’ll have to cut 
the tree down to fi t 
fully into your green 
compost bin.
